THE POWER OF A SIMPLE ENVELOPE:
SUPPORTING OUR NEW YORK GITY YOUTH MISSION TEAM
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Our high school youth are
hard at work preparing for our
upcoming trip to New York City.
We are journaling, reading
scripture, and spending time
praying about our trip. During
this time, we value your ongoing
prayers and encouragement.

A question we often hear is
how will we pay for a trip like
this. Any trip like this can be
expensive for our people.
Fundraising has been a
considerable part of our past
mission efforts. We have done
Dinner and a Shows, BBQ sales,
yard sales, and the like. In
making financial preparations for
this trip, we want to try
something new. This effort is
called “144 Envelopes.” Here is
how it works...

From February 12 through
March 2, the team will host a
table outside of Smith Hall. On

this table will be 144 envelopes.
The outside of each envelope
will have a dollar amount printed
on it - $1, $2, $3 and so forth all
the way to $144. Inside each
envelope will be a letter from
one of the team members
talking about the upcoming trip.

« Choose an envelope with the
preferred donation amount
+ Open the envelope and
replace the participant letter
with the suggested donation
+ Place the envelope with
donation in the slot at the
Giving Kiosk or pay for the
donation by debit/credit card
at the Giving Kiosk
+ Take the participant letter
home and use it as a
reminder to pray for the trip
We know that everyone will be
praying and encouraging us as
we prepare.
